WHANGAREI - 2 hrs from Auckland

AH Reed Kauri Park www.whangareinz.com/things to do/activity/ah reed kauri park

A few kilometres north east of the city, this remnant of original Kauri Forest contains a
waterfall, walking tracks and a spectacular tree-top boardwalk passing by 500 year old kauri
trees.

Adventure Forest www.adventureforest.co.nz

A great adventure park at the entry to the Glenbervie forest, about 5 kms north east of
Whangarei. Climb on amazing circuits rigged from tree to tree. Grab a rope, jump, roll or
swing in the air to reach the next platform. Several aerial circuits up to 10m high. Safety
equipment and training provided by qualified staff.

Kawiti Glowworm Caves — 5kms south of Kawakawa

Discovered in the early 17th century, Kawiti cave is 200m in length, 20m at the highest point
and 12m at its widest. Guided tours available (30-40 minutes duration). Handrails and
wooden walkways through the cave and most of the bushwalk track over the hill, returning to
the carpark.




KAWAKAWA — 20 minutes before Paihia

Follow SH1 into the rural market town of Kawakawa and spend
a penny at the famous Hundertwasser toilets in the centre of
town. Plenty of parking behind the toilets for tour buses. You
can also go on a vintage steam train on Friday, Saturday and
Sunday at 11am, 12 noon, 1pm and 2pm. The train runs from
the Station to the other end of town over the first two bridges
and back again. This is a little over 3km and each journey is
about a thirty minute round trip. Visitors are welcome at the
Station during the day. Come and have a coffee at the Platform
Diner, and then take a trip on the train.

PAIHIA — 3 hours from Auckland

Plenty of water activities depart from Paihia wharf including half day and fast boat trips to the
Hole in the Rock, swimming with dolphins, fishing, kayaking, parasailing and diving.

KERIKERI — 20 minutes north of Paihia (1 % hrs sout  h of Carrington)
Wine tastings are available at several Kerikeri wineries — Marsden Estate, Fat Pig, Cottle Hill
and Ake Ake.

Enjoy a lunch stop at The Landing Cafe and Bar , opposite the historic Stone Store and
Kemp House and adjacent to Kororipo Pa , Hongi Hika's pa overlooking the Stone Store
basin.

Puketi Kauri Forest — 16kms off SH10 north of Kerikeri

The Manginangina Kauri Board Walk is an easy 15 minutes loop walk through a mature
kauri forest. Interpretive panels assist with the understanding and enjoyment of kauri,
ion.
